(Draft) Resolution, “Restoring Family Links while respecting privacy, including as it relates to personal data protection” of the 33rd International Conference of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Pledge for the period 2019–2023: 

A) Objectives of the pledge
We, the signatories,
recalling obligations related to privacy enshrined in national, regional and international legal frameworks, including the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, and reflected in resolutions of the UN Human Rights Council and General Assembly, including Resolution 73/179 (2019),  

recalling also that personal data protection is closely related to privacy and specifically listed and recognized among the human rights and fundamental freedoms safeguarded in the regional and national legal frameworks of many countries where the components of the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement (Movement) perform their respective mandates, 

recognizing the need to achieve greater global unity across regulatory frameworks on privacy, including as it relates to personal data protection, therefore ensuring consistency and high standards that facilitate the flow of personal data,

taking into account that data processing is an integral part of restoring family links (RFL) services and necessary for the performance of the Movement’s mandate and thus for important grounds of public interest, 

also taking into account that the increasing use of technological solutions to respond to demands for greater efficiency and effectiveness leads to a diversification in the nature of the data collected and to an increase in data volume and data flows,  

recalling that the public interest value of personal data processing by the Movement in the area of RFL has been acknowledged by members of the international community and that some recent regulatory frameworks that seek to safeguard individuals from the risks associated with personal data processing have explicitly recognized the important grounds of public interest and vital interests of individuals in the processing of personal data by the components of the Movement,  

recognizing, therefore, that in order to facilitate the delivery of RFL services by the components of the Movement, there is a need to ensure the adoption of domestic measures, including legislation, that recognize the important grounds of public interest and in many cases, the vital interests of beneficiaries of RFL services as valid bases for the exclusively humanitarian purpose of such processing,

commit to:

· working towards the adoption of all necessary domestic legislative, administrative and practical measures in order to implement stringent standards and regulatory frameworks on privacy, including as it relates to personal data protection,

· ensuring that such measures, including the adoption of legislation, recognize the public interest and the vital interests of individuals as valid bases for data processing for humanitarian purposes, including RFL services, and therefore facilitate the flow of data within the Movement and the effective performance of RFL services in accordance with the Fundamental Principles of neutrality, impartiality and independence.

B) 
Action plan
The signatories of this pledge will carry out the following actions:
· Establish a working group among signatories to create and implement an action plan.
· Convene to discuss the legislative, administrative and practical measures that are needed at domestic level in order to facilitate the effective performance of RFL services and the implementation of the RFL Code of Conduct on Data Protection by the components of the Movement.
· Conduct a mapping exercise of their own current domestic legal and administrative frameworks and practices related to privacy, as it relates to personal data protection.
· Identify any gaps in frameworks or practices or the need to develop them further, including the identification of current frameworks or practices that may inhibit the performance of data processing for humanitarian purposes, including RFL services.
· Promote at domestic level the necessary legislative, administrative and practical measures to implement the above-mentioned personal data protection standards.
· Cooperate with States, National Societies and other components of the Movement to ensure the successful development and implementation of such measures.
