A) Objectives of the pledge 

States, which have signed the 1949 Geneva Conventions and its Additional Protocols, commit themselves to disseminate and spread the norms related to the International Humanitarian Law both in peacetime and in period of armed conflict. In this field states closely cooperate with the International Committee of the Red Cross and National Societies. According to the mandate, National Societies assist their governments to disseminate knowledge about International Humanitarian Law and related issues. The objective of the pledge is to disseminate IHL among different target groups. This is a joint pledge of Georgia (National IHL Commission) and Georgia Red Cross Society.
